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It seems as though it’s only by the grace of God that we are now in our field and engaging in 
the vision that we’ve been living with and working toward for so long.  Once again, we feel that 
our faithful Lord met us here, upon getting off the plane.  Our first task was to begin to get to 
know the people of the Spanish Church.  We’ve also been meeting with church leaders on the 
island to discuss the needs and what we can do to address those needs. 
 

 
 

When you drive around this small island it can be a bit overwhelming.  You’ll see incredible 
natural beauty but you’ll also see strikingly destitute poverty – existing side by side.  It has 
become so clear to us that the hope of such developing Caribbean nations is not in tourism – or 

any other industry where the profits do not 
“trickle down” to the people who live here - - 
but the real hope of this nation lies in the 
forward progress of healthy Christian 
communities.  The best “insurance” for the 
people is to live in communities built on trust, 
love, and faith in God.  We have seen that 
many of the people here – both Spanish and 
English speaking – do have a grasp of this 
vital truth.  ~ And we have been so impressed 
by the quality of “community” that we have 

found here in the Spanish Church!  This is a 
growing, vibrant community, with good 
leadership, that is turned-on to God.   - - But in

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spite of this, the needs soon become evident.  At present there is virtually no ministry for the children.  
This will be one of our primary goals.  We envision ministry to the children not only within the church 
context but also a Christian day care center that will be open to the public. Additionally, as the Spanish 
Church is an immigrant community, we’ll be doing what we can to help them adapt to their new English-
speaking culture.  Because English is our first language we are confident that we can be of real help. 
There’s also a great need for discipleship and training in the Word – with the eventual goal of real 
leadership development.  Our dream is to have a center for ministerial training where men and women 
can be equipped, credentialed, and commissioned for ministry here – or be sent back to the Dominican 
Republic, or as missionaries to other places.  We’ll also be involved in street outreach, preaching in the 
local churches, and scheduling & hosting teams from the States to continue construction projects, 
evangelism, and other ministry.    Other burdens we have are for marriage enrichment & family living 
(another real need), jail & hospital visitation, and much more.  And, “si Dios quiere” we would love to 
eventually bring a Teen Challenge center to this island!  The needs in that area are also very evident.
